Stairwells should have employee ID access on ground floor (if okay with fire regs) to keep unwanted guests out. Exit 

from stairwells normal method.

Restroom on 6th floor - may not be enough to accommodate for [CE] course participants of 50-100 on course days.

Conference rooms and multipurpose lab is an area that CE would need for course to be held on a weekly (Friday) 

basis.

CE kitchen?  Could we share with Development office?  We need area for pre-staging of breakfast/lunch for course 

participants.

CE - Need additional storage space to continue to be in compliance with HSC policy and ADA CERP for course records 

and financial support.
