EVALUATION CRITERIA FOR INCISOR
SECTION WAX-UP

I Marginal Integrity

Contour
- the contour of the wax-up above the margin must possess an angle of
emergence in harmony with the uncut tooth surface beyond the margin.
It is not undercontoured or overcontoured.
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Preparation

Finish Line
- the wax margins must terminate precisely at the margin of the
preparation. The margin is not overextended or deficient.
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Adaptation

- -there are no open margins on either the occlusal or full crown
wax-ups.

- the full crown wax-up pattern must be removable in one piece from the

preparation. It must also be stable and should not rock, rotate or shift
on the preparation.

- the internal surface of the pattern should be smooth, free of flow lines
and voids.
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Surface Finish

Roughness

- frequently caused by carving or burnishing wax which has not fully
cooled or attempting to flow wax which is not completely molten.

Scratches

- result from using a carver which has a blade damaged by carving
something other than wax.

Flow Lines

- usually caused by not working the wax hot enough and not blending
anatomic structures by burnishing, carving or reflowing.

Lack of Polish

- the wax surface must be smoothed before polishing. Depressions and
flow lines should be filled with wax.

- after the roughness and scratches have been removed by flowing,

carving or burnishing, a silk or nylon cloth should be used to begin
polishing the surfaces of the wax-up.

- final polishing may be done with soap and water used with light strokes

of a cotton ball. Use room temperature water to prevent the softening of
the wax with hot water or shrinking the wax with cold water.
